In humorous rhyme the old tale of Goldilocks and the Three Bears is told in

fractured fairy tale style, from Goldilocks' point of view and then by the bears.
The question is whose story is the true story? We're going to need a
detective to get to the bottom of this saga.

By combining the ideas of resilience and tolerance with perspective, the
show aims to get children questioning the world around them and realizing
their place and contribution, rights and responsibilities.
